Lion George Skezas, a native of Huron, South Dakota graduated from Huron High School, attended the University of Southern California, followed  by attending and graduating from the U.S. Naval Academy with a B.S. in engineering in 1958.  He earned his Navy Wings in 1959 and his M.S.  in Electrical Engineering in 1966.  George’s naval career included duty aboard ship as an Antisubmarine Warfare helicopter pilot.
